The First Joyful Mystery - The Annunciation

1. The angel Gabriel was sent by God to a virgin;/ and the virgin's name was Mary. (Lk 1:26-27) Hail Mary  
2. 'Rejoice, so highly favored!/ The Lord is with you.' (Lk 1:28) Hail Mary  
3. She was deeply disturbed by these words/ and asked herself what this greeting could mean. (Lk 1:29) 

Hail Mary  
4. But the angel said to her, 'Mary, do not be afraid;/ you have won God's favor.' (Lk 1:30) Hail Mary  
5. 'Listen! You are to conceive and bear a son,/ and you must name him Jesus.' (Lk 1:31) Hail Mary  
6. 'He will be great and will be called Son of the Most High;/ and his reign will have no end.' (Lk 1:32-33) 

Hail Mary  
7. Mary said to the angel, 'But how can this come about,/ since I am a virgin?' (Lk 1:34) Hail Mary  
8. 'The Holy Spirit will come upon you/ and the power of the Most High will cover you with its shadow.' (Lk 

1:35) Hail Mary  
9. 'And so the child will be holy/ and will be called Son of God.' (Lk 1:35) Hail Mary  
10. 'I am the handmaid of the Lord,' said Mary/ 'let what you have said be done to me.' (Lk 1:38) Hail Mary

3. She gave a loud cry and said, 'Of all women you are the most blessed,/ and blessed is the fruit of your 
womb.' (Lk 1:42) Hail Mary  

4. 'Yes, blessed is she who believed/ that the promise made her by the Lord would be fulfilled.' (Lk 1:45) 
Hail Mary  

5. And Mary said: 'My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord and my spirit exults in God my savior;/ 
because he has looked upon his lowly handmaid.' (Lk 1:46-48) Hail Mary  

6. 'Yes, from this day forward all generations will call me blessed,/ for the Almighty has done great things 
for me.' (Lk 1:48-49) Hail Mary  

7. 'Holy is his name,/ and his mercy reaches from age to age for those who fear him.' (Lk 1:49-50) Hail

8. 'He has shown the power of his arm,/ he has routed the proud of heart.' (Lk 1:51) Hail Mary  
9. 'He has pulled down princes from their thrones/ and exalted the lowly.' (Lk 1:52) Hail Mary  
10. 'The hungry he has filled with good things,/ the rich sent empty away.' (Lk 1:53) Hail Mary

Mary  

3. And she laid him in a manger/ because there was no room for then at the inn. (Lk 2:7) Hail Mary  
4. In the countryside close by there were shepherds/ and the angel of the Lord appeared to them. (Lk 2:8-

9) Hail Mary  
5. 'Do not be afraid. Listen, I bring you news of great joy,/ a joy to be shared by the whole people.' (Lk 

2:10) Hail Mary  
6. 'Today in the town of David a savior has been born to you;/ he is Christ the Lord.' (Lk 2:11) Hail Mary  
7. 'Glory to God in the highest heaven,/ and peace to men who enjoy his favor.' (Lk 2:14) Hail Mary  
8. And some wise men came from the east,/ and going in they saw the child with his mother Mary. (Mt 2:1, 

11) Hail Mary  
9. And falling to their knees they did him homage./ Then they offered him gifts of gold and frankincense 

and myrrh. (Mt 2:11) Hail Mary  
10. And Mary kept in mind all these things/ and pondered them in her heart. (Lk 2:19) Hail Mary

The Fourth Joyful Mystery - The Presentation

1. Observing the Law of Moses, they took Jesus up to Jerusalem/ to present him to the Lord. (Lk 2:22)

2. Now in Jerusalem there was a man named Simeon./ He was an upright and devout man. (Lk 2:25) Hail 
Mary  

3. It had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would not see death/ until he had set eyes on the 
Christ of the Lord. (Lk 2:26) Hail Mary  

4. And when the parents brought in the child Jesus, he took him into his arms/ and blessed God. (Lk 2:27-
28) Hail Mary  

5. 'Now, Master, you can let your servant go in peace,/ just as you promised.' (Lk 2:29) Hail Mary  
6. 'Because my eyes have seen the salvation/ which you have prepared for all the nations to see.' (Lk 

2:30-31) Hail Mary  
7. 'A light to enlighten the pagans/ and the glory of your people Israel.' (Lk 2:32) Hail Mary  
8. And he said to Mary his mother, 'You see this child: he is destined for the fall and for the rising of many 

in Israel,/ destined to be a sign that is rejected.' (Lk 2:34) Hail Mary  
9. 'And a sword will pierce your own soul too-/ so that the secret thoughts of many may be laid bare.' (Lk 

2:35) Hail Mary  
10. And they went back to Nazareth, and the child grew to maturity, and he was filled with wisdom;/ and 

God's favor was with him. (Lk 2:39-40) Hail Mary

The Fifth Joyful Mystery - The Finding of Jesus in the Temple  

Our Father...  

1. When Jesus was twelve years old, they went up to Jerusalem/ for the feast of the Passover. (Lk 2:41-
42) Hail Mary  

2. When they were on their way home, the boy Jesus stayed behind in Jerusalem/ without his parents 
knowing it. (Lk 2:43) Hail Mary  

3. They went back to Jerusalem looking for him everywhere./ Three days later, they found him in the 
Temple. (Lk 2:45-46) Hail Mary  

4. He was sitting among the doctors,/ listening to them, and asking them questions. (Lk 2:46) Hail Mary  
5. And all those who heard him were astounded/ at his intelligence and his replies. (Lk 2:47) Hail Mary  
6. 'My child, why have you done this to us?/ See how worried your father and I have been, looking for you.' 

(Lk 2:48) Hail Mary  
7. 'Why were you looking for me?/ Did you not know that I must be busy with my Father's affairs?' (Lk 

2:49) Hail Mary  
8. But they did not understand/ what he meant. (Lk 2:50) Hail Mary  
9. He then went down with them and came to Nazareth/ and lived under their authority. (Lk 2:51) Hail 

Mary  
10. And Jesus increased in wisdom, in stature, and in favor/ with God and men. (Lk 2:52) Hail Mary

The Luminous Mysteries  

The First Luminous Mystery - The Baptism in the Jordan 

Our Father  

1. John the Baptist proclaimed to the crowds: "I am the voice of one crying out in the desert, make straight 
the way of the Lord." (Jn 1:23) Hail Mary  

2. After me comes he who is mightier than I, the thong of whose sandals I am not worthy to stoop down 
and untie. (Mk 1:7) Hail Mary  

3. I baptize you with water for repentance . . . he will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire. (Mt 3:11) 
Hail Mary  

4. John saw Jesus coming toward him, and proclaimed, "Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the 
sin of the world!" (Jn 1:29) Hail Mary  

5. Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to John, to be baptized by him. (Mt 3:13) Hail Mary  
6. John would have prevented him, saying, "I need to be baptized by you, and do you come to me?" (Mt 

3:14) Hail Mary  
7. Jesus said to him in reply, "Allow it now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness." (Mt 3:15) 

Hail Mary  
8. After Jesus was baptized, he came up from the water and behold, the heavens were opened, and he 

saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and coming upon him (Mt 3:16) Hail Mary  
9. And a voice came from the heavens, saying, "This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased." 

(Mt 3:17) Hail Mary  
10. At once the Spirit drove him out into the desert, and he remained in the desert for forty days, tempted by 

Satan(Mk 1:12-13) Hail Mary

The Second Luminous Mystery - The wedding at Cana, when Christ manifested himself 

Our Father  

1. There was a marriage at Cana in Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was there (Jn 2:1) Hail Mary  
2. When the wine failed, the mother of Jesus said to him, "They have no wine." (Jn 2:3) Hail Mary  
3. And Jesus said to her, "Woman, how does your concern affect me? My hour has not yet come." (Jn 2:4) 

Hail Mary  
4. His mother said to the servers, "Do whatever he tells you." (Jn 2:5) Hail Mary  
5. Now there were six stone water jars there for Jewish ceremonial washings, each holding twenty to thirty 

gallons. (Jn 2:6) Hail Mary  
6. Jesus told them, "Fill the jars with water." So they filled them to the brim. (Jn 2:7) Hail Mary  
7. Then he told them, "Draw some out now and take it to the headwaiter." (Jn 2:8) Hail Mary  
8. And when the headwaiter tasted the water that had become wine, without knowing where it came from, 

the headwaiter called the bridegroom (Jn 2:9) Hail Mary  
9. He said to him: "Everyone serves good wine first, and then when people have drunk freely, an inferior 

one; but you have kept the good wine until now." (Jn 2:10) Hail Mary  
10. Jesus did this as the beginning of his signs in Cana in Galilee and so revealed his glory, and his 

disciples began to believe in him. (Jn 2:11) Hail Mary

The Third Luminous Mystery - The Proclamation of the Kingdom 

Our Father  

1. After John had been arrested, Jesus came to Galilee proclaiming the gospel of God (Mk 1:14) Hail 
Mary  

2. Through him was life, and this life was the light of the human race; the light shines in the darkness, and 
the darkness has not overcome it. (Jn 1:4-5) Hail Mary  

3. Jesus said: "The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent, and believe in the gospel." 
(Mk 1:15) Hail Mary  

4. Many gathered together so that there was no longer room for them . . . and he preached the word to 
them. (Mk 2:2) Hail Mary  

5. Unable to get near Jesus because of the crowd, some men opened up the roof above him. After they 
had broken through, they let down a mat on which a paralytic was lying. (Mk 2:4) Hail Mary  

6. "Which is easier, to say to the paralytic, 'Your sins are forgiven,' or to say, 'Rise, pick up your mat and 
walk?'" (Mk 2:9) Hail Mary  

7. But that you may know that the Son of Man has authority to forgive sins on earth" he said to the 
paralytic, "I say to you, rise, pick up your mat, and go home." (Mk 2:10-11) Hail Mary  

8. And Jesus called to him his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits, to cast them 
out, and to heal every disease and every infirmity. (Mt 10:1) Hail Mary  

9. Jesus sent out these twelve after instructing them to make this proclamation: "The kingdom of heaven is 
at hand." (cf. Mt 10:5 & 7) Hail Mary  

10. Jesus breathed on them and said to them, "Receive the holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive are forgiven 
them, and whose sins you retain are retained." (Jn 20:22-23) Hail Mary

The Fourth Luminous Mystery - The Transfiguration of our Lord 

Our Father  

1. Jesus took with him Peter and John and James, and went up on the mountain to pray. (Lk 9:28) Hail 
Mary  

2. And Jesus was transfigured before them, and his face shone like the sun, and his garments became 
white as light (Mt 17:2) Hail Mary  

3. And behold, there appeared to them Moses and Elijah, talking with him (Mt 17:3) Hail Mary  
4. They spoke of Jesus' exodus that he was going to accomplish in Jerusalem. (Lk 9:31) Hail Mary  
5. Then Peter said to Jesus "Lord, it is good that we are here. If you wish, I will make three tents here, one 

for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah." (Mt 17:4) Hail Mary  
6. As he said this, a cloud came and overshadowed them; and they were afraid as they entered the cloud 

(Lk 9:34) Hail Mary  
7. Then from the cloud came a voice that said, "This is my chosen Son; listen to him." (Lk 9:35) Hail Mary  
8. Suddenly, looking around, they no longer saw anyone but Jesus alone with them. (Mk 9:8) Hail Mary  
9. As they were coming down from the mountain, Jesus told them not to relate what they had seen to 

anyone, except when the Son of Man had risen from the dead (Mk 9:9) Hail Mary  
10. So they kept the matter to themselves, questioning what rising from the dead meant (Mk 9:10) Hail 

Mary

The Fifth Luminous Mystery - The Last Supper, when our Lord gave us the Eucharist 

Our Father  

1. On the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread, the disciples approached Jesus and said, "Where do 
you want us to prepare for you to eat the Passover?" (Mt 26:17) Hail Mary  

2. Jesus said, "Go into the city to a certain man and tell him, the teacher says, 'My appointed time draws 
near; in your house I shall celebrate the Passover with my disciples.'" (Mt 26:18) Hail Mary  

3. When the hour came, he took his place at table with the apostles. He said to them, "I have eagerly 
desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer." (Lk 22:14-15) Hail Mary  

4. And while they were eating, he said, "Amen, I say to you, one of you will betray me." (Mt 26:21) Hail 
Mary  

5. Then Judas, his betrayer, said in reply, "Surely it is not I, Rabbi?" (Mt 26:25) Hail Mary  
6. While they were eating, Jesus took bread, said the blessing, broke it, and giving it to his disciples said, 

"Take and eat; this is my body." (Mt 26:26) Hail Mary  
7. Then he took a cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, "Drink from it, all of you for this is my 

blood of the covenant, which will be shed on behalf of many for the forgiveness of sins." (Mt 26:27-28) 
Hail Mary  

8. As often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the death of the Lord until he comes. (1 
Cor 11:26) Hail Mary  

9. "I am the living bread that came down from heaven; whoever eats this bread will live forever; and the 
bread that I will give is my flesh for the life of the world." (Jn 6:51) Hail Mary  

10. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him on the last day. (Jn 
6:54)Hail Mary

The Sorrowful Mysteries  

The First Sorrowful Mystery - The Agony in the Garden 

Our Father ~ 

1. Jesus came with them to Gethsemane./ And sadness came over him, and great distress. (Mt 26:36-37) 
Hail Mary  

2. Then he said, 'My soul is sorrowful to the point of death./ Wait here and keep awake with me.' (Mt 
26:38) Hail Mary  

3. Then he withdrew from them,/ and knelt down and prayed. (Lk 22:41) Hail Mary  
4. 'Father, if you are willing, take this cup away from me./ Nevertheless, let your will be done, not mine.' (Lk 

22:42) Hail Mary  
5. Then an angel appeared to him,/ coming from heaven to give him strength. (Lk 22:43) Hail Mary  
6. In his anguish/ he prayed even more earnestly. (Lk 22:44) Hail Mary  
7. And his sweat fell to the ground/ like great drops of blood. (Lk 22:44) Hail Mary  
8. Then he came back to his disciples and found them sleeping,/ and he said, 'So you had not the strength 

to keep awake with me one hour?' (Mt 26:40) Hail Mary  
9. 'You should be awake,/ and praying no to be put to the test.' (Mt 26:41) Hail Mary  
10. 'The spirit is willing,/ but the flesh is weak.' (Mt 26:41) Hail Mary

The Second Sorrowful Mystery - The Scourging At The Pillar 

1. They had Jesus bound and handed him over to Pilate./ Pilate questioned him, 'Are you the king of the 
Jews?' (Mk 15:1-2) Hail Mary  

2. Jesus replied, 'Mine is not a kingdom of this world;/ but yes, I am a king.' (Jn 18:36-37) Hail Mary  
3. 'I came into the world for this: to bear witness to the truth;/ and all who are on the side of truth listen to 

my voice.' (Jn 18:37) Hail Mary  
4. 'Truth?' said Pilate, 'What is that?';/ and with that he went out again to the Jews and said, 'I find no case 

against him.' (Jn 18:38) Hail Mary  
5. 'So I shall have him flogged and then let him go.'/ Pilate then had Jesus taken away and scourged. (Lk 

23:16, Jn 19:1) Hail Mary  
6. Despised and rejected by men,/ a man of sorrows. (Is 53:3) Hail Mary  
7. Harshly dealt with, he bore it humbly,/ like a lamb that is led to the slaughterhouse. (Is 53:7) Hail Mary  
8. Yet he was pierced through for our faults,/ crushed for our sins. (Is 53:5) Hail Mary  
9. Ours were the sufferings he bore,/ ours the sorrows he carried. (Is 53:4) Hail Mary  
10. On him lies a punishment that brings us peace,/ and through his wounds we are healed. (Is 53:5) Hail 

Mary

The Third Sorrowful Mystery - The Crowning with Thorns 

1. Our Father The soldiers led him away to the Praetorium./ Then they stripped him and dressed him up in 
purple. (Mk 15:16-17, Mt 27:28) Hail Mary  

2. And having twisted some thorns into a crown they put this on his head/ and placed a reed in his right 
hand. (Mt 27:29) Hail Mary  

3. To make fun of him they knelt to him/ saying, 'Hail, king of the Jews!' (Mt 27:29) Hail Mary  
4. And they spat on him/ and took the reed and struck him on the head. (Mt 27:30) Hail Mary  
5. Then Pilate took some water, washed his hands in front of the crowd/ and said, 'I am innocent of this 

man's blood. It is your concern.' (Mt 27:24) Hail Mary  
6. Jesus then came out/ wearing the crown of thorns and the purple robe. (Jn 19:5) Hail Mary  
7. 'Here is your king,' said Pilate./ 'Take him away!' they said. 'Crucify him!' (Jn 19:15) Hail Mary  
8. 'Why, what harm has he done?'/ But they shouted all the louder, 'Crucify him!' (Mk15:14) Hail Mary  
9. 'Do you want me to crucify your king?'/ The chief priests answered, 'We have no king except Caesar.' 

(Jn 19:15) Hail Mary  
10. So Pilate, anxious to placate the crowd,/ handed him over to be crucified. (Mk 15:15) Hail Mary

The Fourth Sorrowful Mystery - The Carrying of the Cross 

1. 'If anyone wants to be a follower of mine,/ let him renounce himself.' (Lk 9:23) Hail Mary  
2. 'And take up his cross every day/ and follow me.' (Lk 9:23) Hail Mary  
3. And carrying his own cross/ they led him out to crucify him. (Jn 19:16; Mk 15:21) Hail Mary  
4. And they seized on a man, Simon from Cyrene,/ and made him shoulder the cross and carry it behind 

Jesus. (Lk 23:26) Hail Mary  
5. 'Shoulder my yoke/ and learn from me.' (Mt 11:29) Hail Mary  
6. 'For I am gentle/ and humble in heart.' (Mt 11:29) Hail Mary  
7. 'And you will find rest for your souls./ Yes, my yoke is easy and my burden light.' (Mt 11:29-30) Hail 

Mary  
8. Large numbers of people followed him,/ and of women too, who mourned and lamented for him. (Lk 

23:27) Hail Mary  
9. But Jesus turned to them and said, "Daughters of Jerusalem, do not weep for me;/ weep rather for 

yourselves and for your children.' (Lk 23:28) Hail Mary  
10. 'For if men use the green wood like this,/ what will happen when it is dry?' (Lk 23:31) Hail Mary

The Fifth Sorrowful Mystery - The Crucifixion of Our Lord 

1. When they reached the place called The Skull,/ they crucified him. (Lk 23:33) Hail Mary  
2. Jesus said, 'Father, forgive them;/ they do not know what they are doing.' (Lk 23:34) Hail Mary  
3. One of the criminals crucified with him said, 'Jesus, remember me/ when you come into your kingdom.' 

(Lk 23:39, 42; Mk 15:32) Hail Mary  
4. 'Indeed, I promise you,' he replied/ 'today you will be with me in paradise.' (Lk 23:43) Hail Mary  
5. Near the cross of Jesus stood his mother/ and the disciple he loved. (Jn 19:25-26) Hail Mary  
6. Jesus said to his mother, 'Woman, this is your son.'/ Then to the disciple he said, 'This is your mother.' 

(Jn 19:26-27) Hail Mary  
7. And from that moment/ the disciple made a place for her in his home. (Jn 19:27) Hail Mary  
8. And a darkness came over the whole land, and the earth quaked;/ and the veil of the Temple was torn
