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Can Christian youth registered in Girl 
Scouts or Camp Fire relate to these 
questions? 

Yes.  The questions are taken from the Bible 
describing the birth, ministry, death and 
resurrection of Jesus and in some cases the 
biblical reference is made. 
 

Is the Rosary Patch considered a Religious 
Emblem, and will Cub or Boy Scouts 
receive their Religious Knot after 
completing the form? 

No.  The Rosary patch is considered a 
Religious Activity not a Religious Emblem.  
Cub and Boy Scouts will not receive a 
Religious Knot after completing the form.
